We need:

· A small plastic bottle

· A balloon

· Some sodium bicarbonate (1 or 2 teaspoons)

· Some white vinegar (50ml or 100ml)

· A cardboard cone or a funnel.

1. Put the cardboard cone in the neck of the balloon and tip the sodium bicarbonate carefully through the cone into the balloon. 
 (first 1 teaspoon of sodium bicarbonate, second time use 2 teaspoons of sodium bicarbonate)
2. Pour vinegar into the bottle. (First use 50ml of vinegar, second time use 100ml of vinegar)
3. Very carefully stretch the mouth of the balloon right over the mouth of the bottle, being careful not to spill any of the sodium bicarbonate into the bottle.

4. Then lift the balloon completely upright so that the sodium bicarbonate inside the balloon is poured into the vinegar.
